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P.O. Box 337 Cheltenham, MD 20623-0337
http://www.SouthernMarylandArchers.com
Frequently Asked Questions

1. Why is this club better than others in the area?  The Southern Maryland Archery Club is better because it has something for everyone!  There exists every venue of popular archery opportunity at the club from, Field Archery, Indoor Archery, an elevated platform to practice bowhunting, to 3-D Archery.  The facility boasts the Best public accessible practice range in Maryland, without question.  The members at Southern Maryland Archery Club are willing to help new comers to the sport.  Events are planned for Bowhunter Education, novelty shoots, competitions, leagues, and youth activites.
2. How do I join the Southern Maryland Archery Club?  It’s easy.  Simply open a club application on the ”JOIN SMA” page from our website, print it out, and bring it with you along with the required dues to a monthly meeting, usually held the first Wednesday of each month.  After you are introduced you will have the opportunity to provide a brief statement about your interest in archery.  You will then be a candidate member.  The candidacy lasts until the next meeting you attend.  The second meeting you attend the members will vote on your membership.  This is usually a formality…  That’s it, just bring your application and dues to a meeting and attend a second meeting to be voted in!  Once you are voted in you will then be given access to the facilities, the combination to the lock on the gate and the buildings.  You will also receive a discount on all club events.
3. What are the requirements of being a club member?  This is a volunteer organization, which mean we rely heavily on the help our members provide.  We ask that each member donate 4 hours of help to the club per year.  There are any number of ways to help out – organized work parties, helping to manage our events, maintaining the grounds, etc.  Also, we rely on participation at the monthly membership meetings.  The club’s direction is determined by the democratic vote of the members.  Decisions that shape the way our club operates are made at the meetings when the members vote on issues presented to or by the Board of Directors.  You are not required to attend meetings but it is strongly suggested.

4. What if I can’t help the club by donating 4 hours of help to the club?  You can still be a member in good standing.  There is a $50 annual charge if you wish to be a member without donating your time.

5. When can I come to the club and shoot?  As mentioned above, the practice range is open to the public (you do not need to be a member) and is available during daylight hours 365 days a year.  Also, the elevated platform is available to the public 365 days a year at your own risk.  As a member in good standing you will have access to the Indoor Range, the clubhouse, and the Field Range for you use anytime.  The only exception to this is when a work party is scheduled.
