Official Range Rules and Regulations
I. Indoor Range

A. No Running

B. Ensure no one is past the shooting line (20 yard tape line on the floor) prior to taking an arrow out of your quiver.

C. Shoot from an available numbered lane only (try to center your body in the lane to avoid contact with shooters in any adjacent lane).

i. Your feet should straddle the 20 yard tape line.

D. Shoot only at the target corresponding to the lane number you are shooting from.

E. If the stop light system is in use only shoot during the “green” or “yellow” modes if no one is past the shooting line.  See item B above.

F. Only proceed to retrieve your arrows when an “ALL CLEAR” has been announced and no one is in the process of shooting.

II. Practice Range

A. Ensure no one is past any shooting (ground) markers prior to taking an arrow out of your quiver.

i. Make sure no one is retrieving their arrows or looking for arrow(s) behind any target prior to shooting. 

B. Shoot only from a yardage (ground) marker.

C. Shoot only at the target that corresponds to the yardage (ground) marker you are shooting from.

i. Never shoot across the practice range or at a target that does not correspond to the yardage (ground) marker you are shooting from.

D. Only proceed to retrieve your arrows when an “ALL CLEAR” has been announced and no one is in the process of shooting.

E. Make reasonably sure you can connect with the target from the distance you are shooting from.

i. Archers should sight in from close distances and gradually establish sight markings for longer distances in a safe, logical manner.

III. 3-D shoots

A. Ensure no one is past any shooting (ground) markers prior to taking an arrow out of your quiver.

i. Make sure no one is retrieving their arrows or looking for arrow(s) behind any target prior to shooting.
ii. In the past folks have been looking for arrows near a target next to a target where people are shooting.  Try to make sure no one from a nearby group has wondered behind or near a target you are shooting. 

B. Shoot only from a shooting stake.
C. Shoot only at the correct target corresponding to the shooting stake you are shooting from.

D. Never shoot at a 3-D target that is across a road or footpath.

i. If a 3-D course is configured in such a way that the shooting stake is across a road or footpath from the target notify a range warden or official immediately.

E. Only proceed to retrieve your arrows when an “ALL CLEAR” has been announced and no one is in the process of shooting.

IV. Field Archery

A. Ensure no one is past any shooting (ground) markers prior to taking an arrow out of your quiver.

i. Make sure no one is retrieving their arrows or looking for arrow(s) behind any target prior to shooting.

B. Shoot only from a yardage (ground) marker.

C. Shoot only at the target that corresponds to the yardage (ground) marker you are shooting from.

D. Know the rules of Field Archery.

V. Broadhead Shoots

A. Use extreme caution when handling broadheads.

B. Always use a broadhead wrench when installing broadheads on your arrows.

C. Never handle broadheads with you bare hands.

D. Only shoot broadheads into targets specified for broadhead use.

E. Ensure broadheads are installed on your arrows correctly prior to attempting to shoot. 

F. All other range rules apply.

VI. Elevated Platform

A. When shooting from the elevated platform, be cautious when ascending and descending the stairs.

B. When shooting from the elevated platform, never get too close to the edge.

C. When shooting from the elevated platform, ensure no one is beyond the target.

D. Pay attention to the position of your bow when shooting, such that it does not come into contact with the railings when released.

E. If shooting with a group be mindful that no one is beneath the platform.  A dropped broadhead tipped arrow from the platform could possibly injure someone under or near the platform.
